Things to Know Before Your Arrival: 

• Please come prepared with your own rifle/bow, binoculars, bullets/arrows, mosquito box, 

snake boots, scent blocker, cooler and ice before your arrival. 

• Don’t forget your scent free toiletry items. 

• The lodge is stocked with all bedding, blankets and towels. 

• Your GPS may bring you to the start of the property line and not right to the dirt entrance road 

(will show as 255th Ave on your GPS.) The dirt road is on the North side of Hwy 358 a few miles 

after you turn from Hwy 19. Look for a lighted telephone pole and a wooden “Woods to Water 

Preserve” sign. 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR GUESTS 
All hunters, non-hunters and/or guests must sign a liability waiver upon entering the gates 
Please call your guide an hour before arrival so he can prepare for your arrival.  
Guide/Host: Mike # (352) 538-0904 
• Winter months: If arriving the morning of your hunt - Arrive at the gates around 5:30 am 

where your guide, will greet you. 
• Summer months: If arriving the morning of your hunt - Arrive at the gates around 6:30 am 

where your guide, will greet you.  

*Please Note: Your hunt includes a Professional Guide who will prepare for your arrival, go 
over safety rules, assist in shooting range practice, guide you during your hunt, track and 
collect the animal, take pictures for you upon request and cape, quarter and pack the 
animal into your provided cooler. It is customary to tip your guide for his services
